
T1:   Good morning, ladies and gentlemen, boys and girls!
T2:   Good morning dear friends!
T1:   Today we have the meeting of the European Club “Friendship”

T2:   In a few days we’ll celebrate the Days of Europe in Ukraine.
T1:   Yes! So, today we’ll speak about Ukraine as a European country and about some of other European countries. 
T2:   Today you are divided into 4 teams. But it won’t be a competition. We are going to work together to know some new information about our native land and about Europe.

T2:   So, my friends. We live in the village of Podillia. Our village is big and very beautiful. We are proud to live here.

T2:   Wow! That was a really great job. My friends, did you know that the first settlement was near the river Dzuryn. And the first name of the village was Tsapivtsi.
T1:   Yes! And near our village the scientists have found the traces of the Trypillian culture.
T2:   Dear friends! Podillia is only a small part of our beautiful country. Ukraine is very big and really amazing! We know a lot of facts about it. We have spoken about its history, places of interest many-many times. 
T1:   But today we’ll remember some facts which show us that Ukraine is a part of Europe.

P.    Everybody knows about the Eurovision song contest. Ukraine has participated in the Eurovision Song Contest 14 times since making its debut in 2003, winning twice. Ukraine's first victory came in 2004 with "Wild Dances" by Ruslana. The 2005 contest was then held in the country's capital, Kyiv.
P.    Its second victory at the 2016 contest with the song "1944" by Jamala, made Ukraine the first Eastern European country to win the contest twice. 
P. Ukraine has also finished second in the contest with Verka Serduchka in 2007 and Ani Lorak in 2008, third with Zlata Ognevich in 2013, and fourth with Mika Newton in 2011.
P.    Jamala. She has been fond of music since her early childhood. She made her first professional recording at the age of nine. She entered the Simferopol Music Colleg and later graduated from Tchaikovsky National Music Academy of Ukraine as an opera singer, but preferred a career in pop music.
P.  Jamala successfully represented Ukraine in the Eurovision Song Contest 2016 with the song "1944". The song is about the deportation of the Crimean Tatars in 1944 and particularly about her great-grandmother, who lost her daughter while being deported to Central Asia.
P.     After her win in the Eurovision Song Contest, she was awarded the title People's Artist of Ukraine.
P.    Now she is one of the most popular and beloved singer in Ukraine and in Europe.
P.   Ruslana. She is a singer, songwriter, producer, musical conductor, multi-instrumentalist, dancer, voice actress and social activist. She writes, composes and produces her own songs and music videos.
P.    Ruslana was the first artist from the former Soviet Union to officially receive a platinum disc, her Dyki tantsi album selling more than 170,000 copies in the first 100 days after its release.
P.   She won the 2004 Eurovision Song Contest with the song "Wild Dances" receiving 280 points, which at that time was a record of points. Following her victory, she rose to fame in Europe and became one of the biggest pop stars from the Eastern part of the continent. Her winning song "Wild Dances" dominated the European charts for 97 weeks. Let’s listen to it.

P.   It makes sense that Oksana Karavanska was the first Ukrainian designer whose clothes were featured at the prestigious podiums of European capotals.
P.   Karavanska’s Ukrainian roots echoed throughout her collection, especially reflected in the beautiful embroidery where she literally and figuratively interweaves the traditional with a modern mix of fabrics and design elements, staying true to her culture and inherent creativity. 
P.    Let’s enjoy her masterpieces!

P.     Ukraine is Europe. It is very important for us to understand this fact. Today we want to remember the most painful picture of our new history the Euromaidan.
P.    Euromaidan demonstrations started in Kyiv after the decision of President Victor Yanukovych to suspend the preparation for signing the Association Agreement on November 21, 2013.
P.    This date is officially considered the beginning of the Ukrainian Revolution of Dignity. Around 2,000 people gathered the same night when the decree to change geopolitical course of Ukraine and suspend preparations for signing the Association Agreement was made public.
P.   The demonstrators were holding European flags, chanting “Ukraine is Europe” and singing national anthem. 
P.   More people from all around the county started to support the protest and came from all corners of Ukraine to the capital to stay on the main square. A self-defense patrol called “Samooborona” was organized at the time and it was widely believed that Maidan square was the safest place to stay and hide from police lawlessness.
P.   A horrible page in the history of Ukraine started in the third week of February, when protesters began a peaceful march to the Ukraine's parliament. Berkut officers fired from rooftops, Titushkas beat protesters with truncheons. Many protesters were killed that day.  
P.   The aftermath of the revolution is well-known and it undoubtedly changed us forever.
P.   And today we have a war on the East of our country. It is our pain, our bloody wound.
